Do you want to catch criminals? Consider yourself the modern-day Sherlock Holmes? Sounds like 
you’re just the person we need at KidZania’s Police Department!

Although we’d like to think the world is full of good, nice people in reality that isn’t true for some. 
There are a couple of baddies out there who wreak havoc in our streets but now it’s your job to 
turn them in! 

The police use lots of different methods to catch criminals: finding clues, following footprints, 
collecting alibis for example. One of the more modern techniques is DNA analysis. 

To identify certain individuals, we can use fingerprints. A fingerprint is a trace of 
the tips of your fingers pressed into a surface. Everyone’s fingerprint is unique; there are different 
bumps, lines and swirls all which are unique to you! 

People leave fingerprints on everything they touch – their desk, their shoes and even their 
phones! This means that the police can find fingerprints at the scene of a crime and match it to the 
fingerprints of their suspects.
